Mr. Hundemer attended Bellevue 
High School in Kentucky, where he achieved all-state 
honors in football, basketball, and baseball. While at­
tending the University of Cincinnati, Mr. Hundemer 
played quarterback for the 1950 Sun Bowl team, and in 
1951, played guard for the National Invitatioml basket­
ball team. 

Beside Coach Hundemer, stands Hughes varsity back­
field coach, Mr. Ray Hartker, who has been at Hughes 
for the past six years . He attended Ohio State University, 
where he played seven years of professional baseball.
