When the
gun ended the Madeira game, the team
had completed the season with a won five,
lost four, and tied one record.

Although it was a small squad, “Doc”
turned out the strongest eleven man team
in the school’s history.

Mariemonters got their first look at the
Warriors in the Valley League Preview game
at Lockland.

Bouncing back against North College Hill,
Mariemont resumed early season form. Roll-
ing up 27 points in one quarter, they had
little trouble in dunking the Trojans 34-6.

A mid-season letdown seized the War-
riors the following week. A fired-up Reading
team ran at will against a listless Mariemont
eleven. The Blue Devils extracted full re-
venge for their last year’s upset as they
trounced us for a 19-0 triumph.

Playing in a mud-soaked field, the War-
riors slopped to their third triumph, as they
“out-swam' St. Bernard 18-6. Mariemont
scored on the first play from scrimmage, and
coasted the second half.

Hoping to score a major upset, the War-
riors took the field against a highly favored
Wyoming team. “‘Doc” fielded a baffling de-
fense against the Cowboys, which virtual-
ly stopped their speedy offense. However,
two fumbles, an intercepted pass, and a
punt return, were sufficient to give Wyoming
a 24-0 triumph.

Running up against the league champs,
Mariemont came up with their finest game of



the year. Few observers gave the Warriors
much of a chance against the powerful Lock-
land Panthers. Ignoring the press notices,
Mariemont out-fought and out-played the
Locklanders, until their lack of reserve
strength caught up with them. A fresh Lock-
land team ran easily against the tired War-
riors in the dying minutes of the game, and
copped a 20-0 victory.

Great things were looked for from the 1950 hoop squad. In the first week,
however, two letter-men had to drop basketball for various reasons. This left us

without too much reserve power which is essential in every game for winning.

We played some very outstanding basketball which enabled us to tie Lock-
land for the championship of the Millcreek Valley Interscholastic League during our
first full year of league play. We ended our season in the quarter-finals of the
district tournament having won eighteen and losing three. It was the most suc-
cessful season we had in two or three years.

Ronald Klemme repeated his performance on the local newspaper all-star
teams, while our center, Wes Damerow, also was included on several all-star
squads. Guards Elmer Simons and Bob McEwan received honorable mention sev-
eral times while Joe Morgan often helped in playing some very fine games. Myron
Austin was our chief substitute and in a number of games was the deciding factor
for our victory.

Graduation of these fine players makes a severe challenge to next year's
team to equal such a fine record.

Chances for repeating our try for state track titles seemed very good at the
beginning of the year, but after our star trackman, Phil Nunn, was injured, hopes
of such glory vanished. We did very well at our Eleventh Annual Mariemont High
School Invitational and the Third Ohio Wesleyan Relays, and have won three tri-
angular track meets. Our great shot-put man, Joe Morgan, has set every record
in every meet to date, and we have hopes that he will break the state shot-put

record this year.
