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In April those interested take the preliminary district scholarship tests. The two peo-
ple with the highest scores in each subject are chosen to take the finals. Then in May the
team makes tracks to Oxford and Miami U. Here they come against competition from all
over the state. Mariemont’s team vsually comes back with nearly everyone placing and

many first places.
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These students are Mariemont’s
semi-finalists in the National Merit
Scholarship Qualifying Test. They
are among the 10,000 highest scor-
ers in the nation, and are compet-
ing for scholarships totaling around
$5,000,000. In the final phase of
the competition, high school grades,
extra-curricular  activities, school
citizenship, and leadership of the
students are evaluated, along with
the scores on the tests.
