Student Council had gains in areas of both ma-
jor and minor importance this year. Problems
with the removal of the speedbumps in the
driveway were pursued and were eventually
overcome. Council members also participated
actively with discussions with the parents on
the Dress Code and the Moeller academic sit-
uation with recommendations for change in
both areas. At this time, academic changes
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are on their way but the Dress Code still re-

mains unsolved.

Council took a stronger stand on several heat-
ed issues during the school year than any oth-
er Council. Over all, results were that the
students are interested and want a say in what
is going on at Moeller and at the same time
are willing to accept and handle responsibility

well.
