Withrow Alumni Inc. was established in 1995 and has maintained a

daily presence in the school. In 1997 a grant from the junior league estab-

lished a College/Career Center staffed by volunteers and a valuable

resource to both students and teachers. The Museum Center preserves the

essence of Withrow from its beginning in 1919 to the present.
The alumni have raised over $4,000,000 and contributed to many

different projects since its inception. In 2001 Withrow Alumni gave

$500,000 to the Cincinnati School Board so they would qualify for

$5,000,000 in bond funds from the State of Ohio. This money provided a

new roof and new windows for the school. Many student projects and

programs have received both volunteer and monetary support. The

alumni continue to participate and offer their support in the preservation
and renovation of Withrow as plans are developed to create two unique
high schools in the existing building.
