Pupils may enter the Conservatory at any age from six vears
upward. Special instructors for young children.

The regular course of study is divided into four depart-
ments, 1. e.:

Primary, Preparatory, Normal and Artist Department.

Certificates and Diplomas will be given upon completion of
the prescribed course.

Faculty Concerts and Students’ Recitals will be given fre-
quently during the school vear.

N. B.—Students in the Elocution Department will have the advantage of appearing
at intervals throughout the yvear in recitals.

Worthy students of any orchestral instrument will be ad-
mitted to the Conservatory Orchestra, which meets once each
week under the direction of Miss Coretta Ray Higdon.
