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I T WAS said of one of the old "as he thinketh in his heart so is he , " and again, 
"he tha t ruleth his spirit is bet ter than he tha t take th a ci ty." This t ru th 
has an important hearing upon the relation of the students to the University. 

T o them is entrusted its good name. As ideals of scholarsliip and conduct 
are high and as self-control is adequate to the a t ta inment of those ideals, so shall 
the University of Cincinnati fulfill its mission and merit the confidence of all. 
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
