Football Resume 

THE poor record of the Bearcats this year was probably due to a great extent to the unusually strong 
schedule which the team tackled. Ohio Wesleyan, Dayton, Miami, and even Ohio University 
have been turning out teams which are far above the caliber of Cincinnati's average aggregation. 

However only the poor material of the squad this year can explain defeats at the hands of Transylvania, 
Kentucky Wesleyan, and Denison. 

An exceptional forward pass attack seemed to be the only method by which Varsity could 
gain ground this year, and as a result this offense was exceedingly overworked and consequently proved 
of little avail when it was most needed. The line was outplayed in the great majority of the games and 
but for the fine defensive work of Fisher, Hallett, and Bursiek, the scores would have been much greater 
against the home team.

FOR the third time in four years, Cincinnati's battling basketeers have won their way to a Buckeye 
championship. Handicapped by the loss of Bolton and Dial, two all-Buckeye men, by graduation. 
and Flax, a third one, by the one year residence rule, by a new coach and a new system of playing, 

and by injuries and sickness, the indomitable spirit of the Bearcats carried them over all these obsta­
cles and to their success. 

The Bearcats compiled a record of thirteen victories against four defeats, but unfortunately three 
of these defeats were received at the hands of Buckeye teams and Coach Rice's charges were forced to 
share the Big Six title with Ohio Wesleyan. Two of these defeats were by Wesleyan but the others, by 
the Central Y. M. C. A. and Wittenberg, were avenged by later victories. 

Coach Rice deserves a world of credit for the success of the team. He started his coaching career 
in basketball under the most unfavorable circumstances: he succeded the most successful coach that 
the University of Cincinnati has ever had, Boyd B. Chambers. Because of the lack of tall men he was 
forced to revise entirely the system of basketball which the Bearcats had played for the few seasons. 
Nevertheless, although the start of the season was anything but auspicious, Cincinnati had from mid-
season on, without a doubt, one of Ohio's most powerful aggregations.

AT the beginning of the 1928 track season, prospects for a successful year were very bright. 
However, immediately after the opening of the season, misfortune overtook the camp of Coach

Despite these many handicaps. Coach Nikoloff and his squad worked hard and made a very credit­
able showing. Of the new men, Vreeland, made the most impressive record. He won the Buckeye 
half mile and finished high up in the mile and half mile consistently throughout the year.

Swimming 
UNFORTUNATELY if the swimming team of 1929 were to be compared with the records of previous 

years, the result would not be encouraging. However the caliber of the swimming teams at Cin­
cinnati have reached the point that they have to go out of their own class to find competition. 

No Ohio team would meet Cincinnati this year and the only three meets that could be scheduled were 
Illinois, one of the crack teams of the Big Ten, Washington University, Missouri Valley champions, 
and the Central Y. M. C. A. The results were to be expected. 

Illinois came to Cincinnati for the first meet of the season. They lived up to their reputation in 
every respect. The meet resulted in an overwhelming victory for the visitors, 52-19. Ahlburn cap­
tured Cincinnati's only first place in the backstroke. Castle took one second and a third in the free 
style events and Welsh a second in the diving. None of the rest of the Cincinnati men placed higher 
than third. 

Washington University was Varsity's next opponent and a thrilling meet ensued. The score was 
tied until the Missourians annexed the medley relay and with it the meet, 35-32. Castle swam a dead 
heat in the 40 yard dash and won the 100 yard dash. Alderman, Washington U., set a new pool record 
in winning the backstroke from Ahlburn. 

The final meet of the season was the contest with the Central Y. M. C. A. Varsity's opponents again 
were successful in subduing the Bearcats by a count of 43-26. Both relays were won by Cincinnati and 
Castle again took the 100 yard free style. Ahlburn was defeated in a startling upset.

ALTHOUGH this year's tennis aggregation of the University of Cincinnati did not compile as im­

pressive a record as some of its predecessors it retained the Buckeye title which has been resting 
here for so long that it would not feel at home elsewhere. The loss of three lettermen by grad­

uation proved too much to replace in a team of the caliber of the 1927 team.

In the Buckeye Intercollegiate Conference meet. Captain Franz played beautiful tennis to win the 
singles title.

Due to the inability of Captain Franz to attend the Ohio Intercollegiate meet, the best that Cin­
cinnati could do was a semi-finalist in the men's singles by Steve Spragens.

CINCINNATI, with a well balanced team, made its best record in cross country in the last ten years. 

Only one dual meet, tha t with Denison, which was run at Granville under adverse weather con­
ditions, was lost, and the Bearcats were nosed out by Ohio Wesleyan for the Buckeye title and 

forced to content themselves with second place. 
The first meet with Ohio Wesleyan resulted in a close victory. The consistency of the Bearcat har­

riers was just enough to gain a three point margin, 26-29. 
Ipn Ohio University next came and bit the dust before the Bearcats. So decisive was the margin of 
victory, 18-40, that Cincinnati came within three points of a perfect score. 

Next on the schedule was Miami, who has consistently trounced Cincinnati and again possessed 
another exceptionally good team. The meet was a thriller from start to finish and a great cheer went 
up from the crowd as the fifth Cincinnati man flashed across the line to gain a 27-28 victory over the 
Big Red. 

The following week saw the fall of the hitherto undefeated Varsity team at Granville. The Bear­
cats were unaccustomed to the Denison track and suffered their only defeat in a dual meet all season, 
25-30. 

In the Buckeye meet at Delaware, Cincy's harriers finished second to Ohio Wesleyan. This meet 
concluded a very successful season. 

The entire team of six men were awarded letters for their work during the year. Harry W. Anderson 
finished either first or second in practically every meet and his work was a large factor in keeping Var­
sity's fine showing, and right on his heels usually came LeFevre.

INTRAMURAL athletics has progressed with leaps and bounds at the University of Cincinnati until 
it has reached the stage that the scope of its activities and interests encompasses the entire student 
body. It has served its purpose well in that it has furnished athletic competition of clean

Many records were broken this year, in the actual events themselves as well as the number of teams 

and participants. The track meets especially were of the highest caliber. Many of the participants 
in both the indoor and outdoor track meet made records which prove them to be of Varsity caliber in 
every respect. 

Water basketball was the first sport of the season. Although this game is not generally played as 
a form of intercollegiate competition, it is especially suited for intramural play, since the success of a 
team is as much dependent upon fighting spirit as upon skill and practice.

However the meet was held early in 
the year in order to uncover Varsity material, and Brown, Cragg, and Welsh of this year's swimming 
team were found as a result of the meet. 

Due to the fact handball is a game for experts rather than beginners, the number of entries in this 
sport was rather small. Remarkable ability was shown by the teams that did enter, although most 
of them were handicapped by a lack of experience. For the third consecutive sport the Sig Chis tri­
umphed, again defeating the Iota Chis in the finals. The victorious team was composed of Carlberg 
and Potter and the losing team of Ebeling and Toy.

BASKETBALL attracted the largest number of teams and contestants and probably was the most 
successful single intramural sport tha t the University has ever seen. There were three leagues

No organization title was awarded but the people came 
to see their friends and fraternity brothers in action. There were only a few knockouts due to the short­
ness of time in three round bouts and two minute rounds. There were, none the less, numerous knock­
downs and plenty of bloodshed and excitement. Boxing has certainly taken a hold upon the public 
of the University. 

Indoor track followed boxing and because of the intense personal rivalry which generally exists in 
track, the meets were a great success. The preliminary meets were won by the Lam Chis and Sig Alphs. 
In the final meet the Sig Chis came through to win the relay in record breaking time and the meet 
along with it. Seven records were shattered in this meet.

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Greek Games 

THE chief factor in the interclass competition between the Sophomore and Freshmen is the annual 
contest in athletics, lyrics, costumes, and dance, held each spring, and entitled Greek Games. The 
event is dedicated to a Greek God or Goddess, and each class chooses a myth with which their 

patron is concerned. Every girl in the competing classes may take part in developing those features 
of the story which it is desired emphasized. The myth is worked out in pantomime and dancing, and 
allows for a great deal of original work in its interpretation of dancing and costuming. The at tempt is 
made to keep the costumes as nearly like the old Greek costumes as possible—a tunic arrangement 
which allows freedom and grace of movement. The various colors of the costumes are another problem 
which when carefully considered add much to the beauty of the myth and its interpretation. 

Contrary to contemporary times, the Greek criterion for athletic competition was form, not speed, 
and anything which detracted from the perfect execution of an athletic performance, counted off the 
individual's score, even if he were finished the soonest. Thus in Greek Games, the hurdling and discus 
throwing were judged for form, and the chariot, charioteer, and the four girls who acted as horses, were 
judged for effect and movement. In the torch race the main object is to keep the torch well above the 
head of the runner, so that a well balanced figure will be the result. 

The three girls who write the best lyrics to the god of the occasion receive the honor of first, second, 
and third places. Genuine lyric form must be observed, together with lyric rhyme principles.

WITH our present plan of national defense, the R. O. T. C. is one of the most important and effec­
tive means of guaranteeing the security of the nation in the future. A large standing army 
is costly and undesirable to any peace-loving nation. A large army in peace time is repulsive 

and contrary to all efforts of peace promotion. But the last war taught us that an inadequate national 
defense system is harmful, even to a tranquil, non-aggressive nation. 

The R. O. T. C. tends to solve the difficulty of national protection. It does away with a large s tand­
ing army in time of peace, but still affords a large reserve of trained college men to take their places as 
officers in case a major national emergency arises. This seems to be a most sensible means of insur­
ing our safety. We have a select group of trained men to form the backbone of our army and still it 
is no great burden to handicap our economic progress. 

To the college student it offers many advantages. Most men take it as a duty and opportunity, 
but not as a burden. No course in a man's college career affords the development of leadership as does 
the R. O. T. C. The advanced courses of training very often provide an extra education tha t proves 
invaluable, even to a private citizen. By all means, the R. O T. C. does not create war lovers. On the 
contrary, it creates a hatred for war.

WE, of the cognoscenti, note with interest the appearance of a new book, entitled 
The Bible, a story of the life of Christ, written by four men, Matthew, Mark, 
Luke and John. The book has already been described by some of our contem­

poraries and these descriptions vary according to the object of the critic in reading 
the book. 

To the would-be highbrow, who seldom reads a book, the story is charming and 
something he can describe to his friends as wonderful with perhaps an appropriate 
quotation from the third chapter. To the Mid-Victorian prude it revels in all the 
immorality before which such an upright character is naturally delighted, and to the 
pseudo-intelligensia it is a typical study of the times—typical—nothing more.
