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Choritides, the natural dancing club of the 
University, is composed of those students who 
are interested in working out individual inter­
pretations of music. One year of dancing ex­
perience is necessary before a try-out enables a 
girl to express through free and flexible move­
ments of the body the meaning which she de­
rives from the music played. The Club meets 
every Wednesday afternoon at four, under the 
capable direction of Miss Smith. Each spring 
the members give a program of dance rhythm, 
displaying the dances, whkh they have com­
posed during the year. 
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
